In 1958, China attacked Kinmen again. China sent

underwater soldiers to attack the Qing Qi village on
Little Kinmen. The Chinese soldiers killed a group of
Talwanese soldiers and then went back to China that
night. Later, villagers saw the soldiers walking, but

they had no heads!






The villagers called spirit mediums to help, but the
spirit mediums could not stop the headless soldiers.
Later, the villagers called Chiang Kal Shek. Chiang
Ka1 Shek said, “You are very good soldiers! Your job
1s done.” Then the ghosts went away. Have you ever
seen a ghost army?
